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Executive Summary
The objective of the research was to produce a design manual for on-site sewage facilities
(OSSFs) which use surface application. Considerations guiding the design manual are that the
surface application system should not allow surface runoff, should provide sufficient moisture
for the crop needs, should not contaminate subsurface water with nitrogen and should not
produce a salt imbalance in the soil. The completed product resulting from the research is a
design manual addressing all of the concerns listed above.
